Surface Engineering –Challenges and Priorities for UK Industry

As a key enabling technology, surface engineering is vital to the success of the UK engineering and manufacturing industries. Virtually every product, from aero engines to razor blades, has a treated surface in some form or other to achieve functional properties not present in the bulk material. 
On 12 April at 1, Carlton House Terrace, London SW1Y 5DB , “Surface Engineering –Challenges and Priorities for UK Industry” will help confirm the topics and issues driving the development of effective surface engineering.  A series of presentations and discussions will detail the experience and requirements for key application sectors of aerospace, power generation, healthcare, transport and the built environment, and technologies such as materials, nanotechnology and environmental sustainability.
A Surface Engineering Focus Group has recently formed, which brings together those Knowledge Transfer Networks with a shared interest in surface engineering to raise the profile of surface engineering technologies and the advantages they offer. Initial analysis resulted in a short list of key topics and drivers of surface engineering in key application areas.  As the next step to confirming and detailing the challenges and priorities for surface engineering development, this meeting will share experiences across the KTNs and gather intelligence on its economic impact on the relevant application sectors.

Following the meeting, a joint KTN position paper will be drafted and a further meeting is planned for September 2011 to finalise the paper’s findings and recommendations to help the sectors benefit from the effective application of surface engineering.
